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Our learning this week 

Star Class have been busy learning lots of facts all about whales this week. Have a look at the knowledge organisers that we have 

uploaded onto the Google Drive. This contains lots of the facts that we have been learning, On Monday we labelled parts of a 

whale. The children were very good at remembering the names of the parts of the whales and what their jobs were e.g. the dorsal 

fin is for balance, the flippers are for steering, the flukes are for propulsion and the blowhole is for breathing. The children had a lot 

of fun making their own models and pictures of whales too. On Tuesday we read the book ΨBig Blue WhaleΩ and learnt some fantas-

tic facts. We all had a go at writing our own Blue Whale facts. On Wednesday we compared different types of whales and learnt 

that dolphins are a type of whale too. We looked at the difference between toothed whales and baleen whales and why they eat 

different things. For the rest of the week we have been reading The Snail and the Whale and talking about how whales are migra-

tory animals and travel all around the world.  

In maths this week we have been learning to measure length and height using non-standardised measurements like how many 

cubes long is our foot. In forest school we had a go at measuring out how big a whale is!

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Our learning this week 

We have continued to learn about the άCloud Tea Monkeysέ this week and written instructions for testing tea, as a royal tea 

taster. We have also come up with questions about tea; where it is grown, why people drink it and where it comes from, ready 

to write a report about it. 

In maths we have been coming up with different multiplications and divisions based on knowing one number fact and looked at 

choosing combinations of items and how many combinations we can choose.

Which is your favourite author or book in the reading challenge? 
 

¶ Most Mentioned Book: CǳƴƴȅōƻƴŜǎ followed closely by ¢ƘŜ DǊǳũŀƭƻ. 

¶ Most Mentioned Authors: Roald Dahl, J.K. Rowling, Michael Morpurgo, Jacqueline Wilson appear as prominent favourites. 

¶ Key Titles: ¢ƘŜ ±ŜǊȅ IǳƴƎǊȅ /ŀǘŜǊǇƛƭƭŀǊ, /ƘŀǊƭƻǧŜΩǎ ²Ŝō, and ¢ƘŜ .ǳǧŜǊƅȅ [ƛƻƴ. 
 

1. Illustrative Appeal: A strong preference for picture book staples like aƻƎ ǘƘŜ CƻǊƎŜǜǳƭ /ŀǘ and ¢ƘŜ ±ŜǊȅ IǳƴƎǊȅ /ŀǘŜǊǇƛƭƭŀǊ sug-
gests that visual storytelling remains a primary hook for many readers. 

2. Character-Led Series: The mention of authors like Cowell and Rowling indicates a high level of engagement with series-based 
fiction, where readers build long-term connections with specific characters. 

3. Modern Classics: The list is a blend of evergreen literature (EB White) and modern popular hits (Drew Daywalt), showing that 
the challenge successfully bridges different eras of writing. 

4. Broad Variety of Genres: The reading challenge has clearly succeeded in introducing or reinforcing a broad variety of genres. 
From whimsical picture books to more complex novels by Morpurgo, there is high engagement across multiple age-appropriate 
levels. 

Are there any authors or books that you do not like in the reading challenge?

¶ Authors: Antonia Barber, Beatrix Potter, and Atinuke. 

¶ Older Readers/ Fantasy: Iƻǿ ǘƻ ¢Ǌŀƛƴ ¸ƻǳǊ 5ǊŀƎƻƴ, ²ƛȊŀǊŘǎ ƻŦ hƴŎŜ, IŀǊǊȅ tƻǧŜǊ, /ƘŀǊƭƻǧŜΩǎ ²Ŝō, and ¢ƘŜ .ǳǧŜǊƅȅ [ƛƻƴ. 
 

1. Classic vs. Modern Friction: Interestingly, some of the titles mentioned as disliked (such as /ƘŀǊƭƻǧŜΩǎ ²Ŝō and ¢ƘŜ .ǳǧŜǊƅȅ 
[ƛƻƴ) appeared as favourites in the previous data set. This suggests a polarisation of taste—what one reader finds charmingly clas-
sic, another may find dated or slow-paced. 

2. High-Fantasy Fatigue: The inclusion of heavyweights like IŀǊǊȅ tƻǧŜǊ and ²ƛȊŀǊŘǎ ƻŦ hƴŎŜ indicates that the dense world-
building or longer page counts in the fantasy genre may be a barrier for some readers in this specific group. 

3. Anthology/Series Overlap: Several authors mentioned (like Atinuke and Beatrix Potter) are known for specific styles or series. 
The dislike here may stem from a lack of connection to the specific cultural or historical settings of these stories. 

4. Confident Reading Culture: The fact that readers are willing to name "big name" authors (Potter, Rowling) as books they dislike 
shows a confident and honest reading culture. It suggests the challenge has created a safe space for children to express their genu-
ine critical opinions rather than just saying what they think is correct. 

Is there anything stopping you from finishing your reading challenge? 

1. Busy Schedules: Children feel over-committed. The frequency of mentions regarding clubs suggests that the reading challenge is 
often viewed as an additional task competing with other hobbies, rather than a leisure activity. 
2. Resource Access: Physical access to the materials is a recurring issue, with several mentions of not having the books or losing 

the challenge record. If the books aren't readily available at home, the challenge effectively stops for those children. 

3. Engagement Levels: Some participants admitted to simply being Ψnot that botheredΩ or preferring books outside of the challenge 

list. 

4. External Disruptions: Home environment factors were mentioned, specifically siblings causing interruptions.

What authors do you particularly enjoy reading together? 

 

Families particularly enjoy reading works by Julia Donaldson, Roald Dahl, Oliver Jeffers, and David Walliams. Other popular men-

tions include Emily Gravett, Tom Fletcher, and Vashti Harrison. 

To enhance the reading challenge, parents suggest updating the book list to include more modern, award-winning authors such as 

Nadia Shireen and Anna Llenas. This would ensure books are easier to source from shops and libraries, while introducing contem-

porary themes like emotional literacy and consent. 

Key strengths 

 

¶ Reliance on Favourites: There is a strong trend toward household name authors (Donaldson, Dahl, Walliams) who have 

prolific series that children can follow. 

¶ External Curation: Parents are actively using outside resources (e.g., .ƻƻƪǎŦƻǊ¢ƻǇƛŎǎ, {ŎƘƻƻƭ wŜŀŘƛƴƎ [ƛǎǘ) to supplement 

school recommendations. 

¶ Emotional Literacy: A growing interest in books that tackle big feelings, emotions, and social boundaries. 

¶ High Engagement: The responses show that parents are deeply involved in their children's reading journeys and are will-

ing to do extra research to find engaging content. 

¶ Strong Foundation: The current list includes classics and high-quality illustrators that resonate well with the Reception 

age group. 

 

Key improvements 

¶ Accessibility and Modernisation: Some of the current Year 1 and 2 challenge books are perceived as outdated or out of 

print, making them difficult for parents to find. Refreshing the list with current award-winners would make the challenge more 

practical and relevant for families. 

 

School Action Points: 

1. To address the sourcing issues, we will look at implementing a "Challenge Hub" in the school library or classroom. This 

would provide a central place where books are always available. Update books on the list to include modern best sellers.  

2. Reduce the lists for the older year groups to ensure there is time for them to read longer texts.  

3. Develop a more inspiring incentive to complete the reading challenges. E.g. Reading challenge prize box!
